— Business Affiliations (Parent Companies, Subcatirg)

Federal agencies use this site to
communicate their buying requirements to potential
suppliers.

e To bid on opportunities on FedBizOpps, you must be
registered in CCR and ORCA. Also since many
contracts come from the military, you must be
registered in DIBBS as well.

HUBZone Program

Benefits:

4 Types of HUBZone Contract:

« Competitive Contracts can be set-aside for HUBZone competition when the
contracting officer has a reasonable expectation that at least two qualified
HUBZone small business concerns (SBCs) will submit offers and that the
contract will be awarded at a fair market price.

« Sole sourceHUBZone contracts can be awarded if the contracting officer
determines that:

— only one qualified HUBZone SBC is responsible to perform the contract,
— two or more qualified HUBZone SBCs are not likely to submit offers and

— the anticipated award price of the proposed contract, including options, will
not exceed 5 million for a requirement within the North American Industry
Classification System (NAICS) code for manufacturing or $3 million for a
requirement within all other NAICS codes.

« Full and Open: competitive contracts can be awarded with a price evaluation
preference. The offer of the HUBZone small business must not be 10 percent
higher than the offer of a non-small business.

» Subcontracting: All subcontracting plans for large business Federal contractors
must include a HUBZone subcontracting goal.




SBIR/STTR Programs
Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR):

SBIR: helps small businesses to explore their technological potential by providing
iIncentives for them to commercialize new ideas. The program funds the critical
start-up and development stages of the small business and encourages the
commercialization of the technology, product, or service it develops. Eleven
Federal departments participate in the SBIR program, which has helped
thousands of small businesses to compete for Federal research and
development awards since its establishment in 1982.

Small Business Technology Transfer (STTR):

STTR: program encourages joint venture opportunities between small businesses
and the nation's premier nonprofit research institutions by reserving a specific
percentage of Federal R&D funding for these public/private sector partnerships.
Five departments participate in the STTR program.
